The Biblical Calculations
a. I Kings 6:1 - 4th year of Solomon's reign - 966 B.C. +
480 = 1446-1445 B.C.
b. Judges 11:26 - Jeptha around 1100 B.C. +
300 years = c¢. 1400 B.C.

c. Acts 13: 19 & 20
Paul counts 450 years between the fall of Jericho (c.
1405) and Samuel (c.1020). Actually only 385. Paul
probably calculated the death of Samuel by using the
I Kings figure of 480 and then subtracting 30 years
from the founding of the Temple to get Samuel date.
Paul's estimate pushes back the date of the Exodus.
We cannot possibly move it forward.

d. From Exodus 2:23 it appears that the Pharaoh of the
"Oppression" was living when Moses left Egypt, and
only recently died before he returned. His reign,
then, must be over 40 years.

1. Rameses II - 1292 to 1225 (67 years)
2. Thutmose III - 1504 to 1450 (54 years)

Rameses II (Possibility Eliminated)

a. The Israel Stela of Mernepha (son of Rameses II - ruler
of Egypt 1224 - 1214). Black garnet stele in his
mortuary temple in Thebes, proves in its mention of
Israel that Israel was in Canaan by the year 1220,

1220 + 40 years wandering + 40 years of Moses
exile from Egypt in Midian (see Ex. 7:7 and Acts
7:23) = 1300
which is too early for Rameses to be on the
throne as Pharaoh of the "Oppression."

b. If Rameses II (1292 - 1225) were Pharaoh of the
"Oppression," Merneptah would be Pharaoh of the
Exodus. We know Merneptah had successful campaigns in
Canaan and Syria during his reign, which would be
unlikely if Israel had just arrived and Joshua's army
was at full power.

Thutmose III - (1504 - 1450)

Exodus would be dated c. 1445 during the reign of
Amenhotep II

a. According to the Memphis stela Amenhotep II's military
resources were weak. This would accord with the loss
recorded in Exodus.

b. The "Dream Stela" of Thutmose IV (1421 - 1412), son of
Amenhotep II, and his successor, seems to indicate he
was not the natural heir and oldest son of his father
(Ex. 12:29).



c. Present archaeological evidence seems to indicate that
during the reign of Rameses II the Egyptians inhabited
Goshen. This is not so during the earlier time of
Thutmose III. Thus the earlier date better accords
with the text of Exodus.

d. No Egyptian artifacts (scarabs and pottery) appear at
Jericho later than Amenhotep III (1412 - 1376).

IV. Egyptian Campaign Against Canaan

a. Campaigns by Merneptah (1224 - 1214), Seti and Rameses
IT (1292 - 1225) are not mentioned by the Judges. But
this is accounted for by the location of Israel in the
hill country and not in the plains or coastal area.

b. A satisfactory synchronism can be worked out between the
history of the 19th dynasty and the early period of the
Judges

* Periods of "rest" were periods of Egyptian
supremacy

* Pperiods of oppression came when Egyptian power
was weak and Canaanite tribes were free to
raid Israel
