c. Passover and Unleavened Bread are fused into a single
celebration - Passover is the event - Unleavened Bread the
Season - 8 days altogether
d. Hebrew name Pesach - Used by the Church for “Resurrection Day”
for most of the 300 years before Constantine
3. First Fruits -
a. Again - merged with Passover and Unleaved Bread
The harvests in Israel come at dxﬁ'erent times
Barley - Passover
Wheat - Weeks
Fruit - Sukkot
4. Shavout (weeks) - Pentecost (fifty) :
a. Israel is seven weeks out into the desert and at Sinai by this time
b. Notice the emphasis on bringing the first fruits of the flocks as well
as the wheat harvest (2 loaves of bread.) -
¢. Because of the timing, an additional emphasis was added - the
giving of the TORAH
These combine in Acts - The first proclamation of the
Gospel and the first gathering of the Church



5. Rosh HaShanna - Yom T’ruah - “New Year”
a. The agricultural year is ending and beginning. The harvest is almost
complete, winter is the time for plowing and planting
b. It is therefore a time of renewal - for the land and for the people
Rosh HaShanna introduces a time for -
Thanksgiving - Reflection - Mending of relationships -
Repentance for sin - The Days of Awe ‘:
6. 'Yom Kippur (Day of Covering), Day of Atonement
a. A day for “afflicting yourself” i.e. repenting of sin
b. In the days of the Tabernacle and Temple - the only day the High
Priest entered the Holy of Holies and spoke the name of '
YAHWAY (yhwh)
c. Reconciliation with God after reconciliation with neighbor
Matt. 5:23
7. Sukkot (booths - Tabernacles)
a. A seven day thanksgiving festival - at the end and the beginning of
the agricultural year
b. The four species (verse 40)
Palm (lulav) - Myrtle - (hadas) - Willow (arava) and the lemon
like fruit (etrog)
¢. In Temple times - the water ceremony - The prayer for rain as the
rainy season in entered upon

1. FAMILY AND SOCIAL RELATIONSHIPS

a. Brother to James, the Apostle
1. Father is Zebedee - Matt. 4:21
2. Mother is Salome - Matt. 27:56 & Mk. 15:40
Who was the sister of Mary, the mother of Jesus -
Jn. 19:25
b. Related by the marriage of Joseph and Mary to James the Younger,
Simon the Zealot, and Judas (also called Thaddaeus).
Their father is Clopas, a brother of Joseph, the husband of
Mary. The three brothers are connected in Lk. 6:16.
Hegesipus, a Church historian, identifies Clopas as the
brother of Joseph. Mary and Clopas are identified as
husband and wife in John 19:25.

¢. Friends from the same town, and Apostles
1. Partners in the fishing business in Bethsaida - The brothers
James and John, and the brothers Andrew and Peter
2. Also from Bethsaida, and fishermen, Philip and Nathanel,
along with Thomas (Jn. 1:44 & 21:2)
d. Some of the 12 were fishermen - 5 of the 12 were related to Jesus
Only Matthew and Judas Iscariot were not linked by family or
Trade ties
